Elected and appointed officers and employees shall demonstrate by their example the highest standards of ethical conduct, to the 

end that the public may justifiably have trust and confidence in the integrity of government. They, as agents of public purpose, 

shall hold their offices or positions for the benefit of the public, shall recognize that the public interest is their primary concern, and 

shall faithfully discharge the duties of their offices regardless of personal considerations. 

 

You hold your positions for the benefit of the public and the public interest is your primary concern.  The Salary Commission 

neglected this part of the charter and set outrageous salary increases for the city council, the mayor, and other top-paid officials. 

The mayor and most other top-paid officials are already paid more than the governor of Hawaii, who is paid $165k. The city 

council is still a part-time entity and should not get an increase until it establishes that it is officially a full-time position. 

 

The public is struggling and cannot afford to pay for raises.  Where is the money going to come from? The rail will never generate 

income.  It is a money pit and should be halted.  The money will have to come from an increase in taxes and fees or reduced city 

services that are already severely lacking.

Aloha mai kākou, Chair Waters, Vice Chair Kiaʻāina, and Esteemed Council Members:

I oppose Bill 10. After the past three months, you will not be surprised that my opposition 
is on moral grounds. I object not mainly to what’s in Bill 10, but what was left out. I would 
not oppose a Council Draft of Bill 10 that incorporates the language of either Members’ 
Tulba or Tupola’s measures, which would cap Council pay raises.

Currently, it’s highly objectionable that the Council wishes to passively accept a 64 per cent 
pay raise. Further, the absence of public debate by the full Council is antithetical to the 
spirit of open government. Bill 10 ought to encompass the pay raises in debate, being as the 
raises are taken out of General Funds. But instead of debate, the raises are fait accompli.

With its own raise handed off, the Council harbors no further incentive to correct egreg-
iously low pay for City worker positions, e.g. those equivalent to the SR-08 through SR-24 
ranges. These people actually work full-time, keeping the City functional. As best I can tell, 
the Council doesn’t. (With respect, the Honorable Chair bears a certainly heavier load.) 
Some City workers even bring in outside grant monies without any commission or pay 
differential. The Council instead spends money, generating none. Worker wages lag far 
behind inflation, an invisible demotion. This insults human dignity. It belies the supposed 
support for ‘local people’ and local families we hear so much about, as both pandered voters 
and as an exploited slogan. Thus, the Council has now earned HGEA’s anger too.

The Council’s current spirit seeks to mitigate the public’s anger with compensatory bills, 
banning outside employment (“moonlighting”) with Bill 35, or Resolution 23-109. Or else to 
later seek revision to the City Charter or the Revised Ordinances of Honolulu to define the 
Council as a full-time institution. I appreciate the intent of these ideas.

However, none absolve the moral hazard of accepting, by way of not voting on, the Salary 
Commission’s 64% raise proposal. Compared to about 12 per cent raises for top executive 
branch appointees, and far less for civil servants and low-ranking appointees, is a blatant 
pay disparity. There is also an obvious conflict of interest in not voting publicly as a full body 
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on this matter. So I cannot agree with the suggestion that the Council ought not vote on its 
pay raise, so as to avoid the conflict of interest.

Not voting is the same thing as voting on the pay raise, the same conflict of interest. The 
betterment-seeking Council get to attempt to deny the voters their right to feel insulted.

Honoring the independence of policy Commissions is intended to mitigate further 
criticism.The Salary Commission’s ‘pure’ independence is easily destroyed. Members of the 
Commission are highly connected to you, both personally and financially. Some have helped 
your campaigns. Some have been appointees confirmed by the Council. Some are 
contractors: recipients of City awards, even awarded by the Council itself. They hold a 
blatant conflict of interest, too. You make their work no easier, in my mind, in attracting 
obvious public scrutiny. It already existed before my words. I’m just a messenger.

My criticism is not meant for scorn, but to embody the much broader spirit in each Council 
district at this time. Like much of the public, I support the betterment of all public 
servants, fairly and reasonably. You deserve raises too, as a percentage not more than our 
civil servants. The public too, can be faulted in this, for recurrent apathy and too often 
worshipping status as an excuse for its apathy. Our élite get away with too much. But the 
public’s not dumb. At times it’s very much awake to government. It is right now.

Public service is, to my heart, honorable. Those individual servants on the Council whom 
I’ve known hold good intentions, generally. Yet this pay raise is not honorable. In my 
stubbornness I can’t be silent. If you serve yourself first, your image as public servants is 
undermined by no one other. But a friend cautions others against ruinous action.

ON REAL PROPERTY TAXES

This normal distribution table below, made by myself from previous tax data available on 
www.tax-rates.org shows that our mean tax rate is anomalous among U.S. states and D.C. 
While Honolulu is no state, it strongly skews the state average due its relative population 
size and home valuations.  Hawaiʻi’s state rank of 50th,with a mean property tax rate of 
0.26%, places it only before Louisiana (0.18%) as having the lowest mean taxes.

(Continued.)
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Honolulu mean property taxes are low as a percentage of home values, in a phenomenon 
linked to exceptionally high demand for housing.  I don’t recommend punishing either 
middle and upper-middle class residents with increases in taxation to cover existing gaps in 
funding. Our middle class is working class, as are our underpaid City workers. We can fill 
this gap with revenues from REITs. Reasonably but not just punitively elevating investment 
property taxation for REITs is a start. Taxing REITs at a higher rate shifts the tax burden 
towards non-residents without slapping all part-time or non-residents with the same broad 
brush. I do not advocate raising taxes on struggling local people. However, our current tax 
system exacerbates the City’s tax liabilities, which only continue to grow per decade and 
may well exceed normal inflation growth.

more than 64% pay bump to members of the City Council for the 2024 
fiscal year, which begins July 1. 

As adopted under the city’s new salary schedule, the mayor’s annual 
salary would rise to $209,856 from its current $186,432. Likewise, the 
yearly salary for the City Council chairperson — the seat that leads the 
nine-member panel — would see its current pay of $76,968 boosted to 
$123,292, a 60.2% jump, while an individual Council member’s salary 
would get a 64.4% pay bump to $113,292, up from $68,904. 

Like the mayor, elected and appointed department heads and their 
deputies also would see 12.56% pay raises. They include $200,712 for 
the managing director’s position over the current pay of $178,320, and 
the elected prosecuting attorney’s pay would rise to $198,888 from the 
position’s current salary of $176,000. The chief of police would see a 
bump in pay to $231,648 from the current annual salary of $205,800, 
while the fire chief would get $224,304 rather than the current $199,272. 

On April 15, Salary Commission Chair Malia Espinda requested the 
Council authorize $100,000 for the development of a new salary study 
— as recommended by the commission’s subcommittee — as well as 
gain support from the Council’s administrative services officer and Office 
of Council Services to develop and execute a request for proposals “for 
a qualified third party expert to conduct the salary study.” 

If approved, the action would not affect the city’s upcoming 2024 fiscal 
year operating budget — proposed at $3.41 billion — which is still under 
City Council scrutiny prior to its possible adoption in early June. 

However, the requested salary study does pave the way for potential 
pay increases for city workers in later years and could help fill the city’s 
stated 3,000 vacancies in its workforce. (You don’t want to hire because 
you don’t want to spread the wealth around to too many people.)

Dear Chair, Vice Chair & Councilmembers,
Kapalama NSW testifies in support of Bill 12, the executive capital budget.

	Introduction (Simplified)
Kapalama NSW wishes to comment on the public safety projects for the budget: the ambulance
& CORE. There is no plan to provide additional emergency medical care to the community and
to the homeless, except with the construction & design of a new HESD Ocean Safety &
ambulance facility in Ward & Kakaako area, project #2024076.
Because of the escalating homeless problem, the public safety concerns of the community and
the extraordinary progress of the work of the State, City, nonprofit sector, the health & social
work sector in regards to homelessness, this is a good time to address the management of
emergency medical care response of the ambulance & CORE. There is a new Kauhale across
Queens at DOH. There’s been a lot of talk throughout the State legislative session about
homelessness and creating mobile medical care units. Partners in Care presented at the City
about the integration of services and how the old way of doing shelters is not working. However,
with everything else happening, CORE is no longer only focusing on addressing homeless; it’s
been directed to respond to lower acuity emergency calls to back up the ambulance.
If CORE is getting dispatched for non-homeless concerns, then there is no one helping the
homeless. CORE was created, designed & developed as a new strategy to address homeless.
There is justification that the ambulance needs help because The Honolulu EMS only has 22
ambulance vehicles. Hawaii News Now reports, “A contract with AMR can add up to 13 with an
additional four from the Federal Fire Department if needed. That maxes Oahu out at 39, but
there have been days recently when up to 10 ambulances have been parked outside ERs
waiting to transfer patients.”6
Emergency response & medical care for regular people and homeless people should be of
equal priority. So the solution should not be to divert CORE from its responsibilities because
there is not enough ambulances. The solution should be to get more funding & resources to the
ambulance and let CORE focus on homelessness. There should be additional ambulance
vehicles provided by the budget to alleviate this problem.

	CORE
The original concept of CORE was to address homelessness with medical care instead of law
enforcement & HPD. The original purpose is to provide social workers & mental health
professionals to the homeless.
CORE is a brand new approach to homeless designed after STAR from Denver, Colorado.
STAR was designed to minimize police interactions with homeless citizens experiencing mental

health concerns. STAR & CORE are alternative response models to homelessness. CORE
should be working with medical respites & kauhales and focusing on expanding its support &
services to other districts that’ve been requesting CORE.

	Senate & House Resolutions
For example, Senate Resolution 96, House Concurrent Resolution 162, Senate Concurrent
Resolution 107 urges CORE to provide care to North Shore, Leeward, Windward & West Oahu.
The resolutions recognized that homelessness requires planning, coordination and
implementation across the State, county, business, local & community level. CORE initially
focused on Honolulu’s urban core, however it should respond to calls in other districts of Oahu.
The Senate Resolutions were introduced by Senators Dela Cruz, Aquino, Chang, Gabaard, San
Buenaventura, Shimabukuro, Moriwaki & Wakai. The House Resolution was introduced by
Representatives La Chia, Amato, Chun, Ganaden, Gates, Hussey-Burdick, Kapela, Kila,
Lamosao, Lowen, Marten, Martinez, Matayoshi, Nakashima, Perruso, Poepoe, Sayama & Tam.

	New Ambulance Facility5
If there is a request to allocate $135,000 for one speed trailer in each council district for the
Honolulu Police Department, it’d be reasonable to request $120,000 for a new ambulance in
each district so that CORE can get back to its original purpose to help the homeless.
On page 9 of the Bill 12 (2023) CD2 Executive Capital Budget, there is a plan to design a ocean
safety & ambulance facility in Kakaako/ward area for $800k from the GI funds. However, there is
no plan to get new ambulances and this is a need.
An ambulance vehicle costs from $120-325k.3

	How many ambulances are needed?
The state capital, Honolulu, is on Oahu's southeast coast. Oahu had a population of 995,638
according to 2022 U.S. census. Overall, cities staff an average of one ambulance per 51,223
population. One-tier systems average one ambulance per 53,291 compared with two-tier
systems, which average one ambulance per 47,546. In the two-tiered system B, the average
ALS unit serves 118,956 population.1

“There’s a balance between having too many and too few EMS units. Finding this
balance and other decisions involving resource allocation often consider trends in call
volume, response times, and budgetary resources.
Methods
To understand nationwide trends in resource allocation, investigators examined the
Firehouse National Run Survey published in the December 2018 edition of EMS World
to identify how communities around the country allocate their resources based on
population and usage statistics. They isolated 70 departments that provided data to the
survey and performed statistical analyses describing their resource allocation.
Results
From the 70 departments studied, each ambulance served an average of 21,057 people
(availability). This average ambulance went on 2,408 EMS calls a calendar year, which
translated to a workload of roughly 6½ calls in an average 24-hour period. In terms of
usage, there were an average of 0.1225 ambulance calls per constituent. These
numbers don’t apply uniformly to every department nationwide, but they do provide a
general illustration of nationwide usage and resource allocation.
Rural communities had the highest constituent-per-ambulance rates—for instance, the
highest availability occurred in a community where there were two ambulances per
4,000 people. If your closest hospital is a long transport away, the second ambulance is
a lifeline when the first one is out on a call. By contrast, urban ambulances for
significantly larger populations, had the lowest availability in a community where, on
average, there was only 1 ambulance per 135,681 people.”

	EMT School4
And even though the City may provide additional ambulance vehicles, there will also be a need
for EMT staff. Right now, KCC is the only EMT school in Hawaii for technicians to get trained
and to get a Hawaii license. KCC has an Associates in Science in Mobile Intensive Care
Technician degree. The City does some recruiting from KCC. Below are diagrams for more
information about the KCC EMT school.

Although I would like to give my testimony in person, I have to continue to teach through the
summer in order to support my family and put my young kanaka through school. Similar to our
elected public officials, I too am a public servant, and know that my kūleana is to pour into our
lāhui -not take from or deplete it. Thereby, I humbly call on you to please do what is pono and
reject this proposed pay raise as our tax dollars are best served in improving the collective.
